It is prudent to avoid vaccinating people who are not at high
risk for severe influenza complications (see source 3) and who
are known to have developed Guillain-Barré syndrome (GBS)
within 6 weeks after receiving a previous influenza vaccination.
As an alternative, clinicians might consider using influenza
antiviral chemoprophylaxis for these people.
